	Title of Lesson: Design a Quest Chain

	Concept Overview: 
	Students will design a quest chain for World of Warcraft. The chain must involve at least two different areas in the zone and have at least four steps. Students will be required to write all the dialogue for the NPCs involved in the quest.

	Lesson Objectives 

What is the purpose of this learning experience? What will students know and be able to do as a result of this lesson? 
	After completion of this activity students will be able to:
· Analyze examples of literature (quest chain text) to identify key characteristics of the genre.

· Compare/contrast technical writing examples.

· Create step by step directions for accomplishing a task.

· Create a flow chart that illustrates steps in a complicated task.

· Present their information to peers.

	Materials 
	Computer with World of Warcraft installed.
Venn Diagram handout
Cooking Recipe example (enough copies for each student or large enough to share with the group)

Assignment Directions/Grading Rubric (suggest photocopying front and back)

	Before/ ENGAGE: 

· Teacher asks some discussion questions to get the students thinking about the lesson. Tie into prior knowledge. 

· Teacher engages students to connect to previous lessons if applicable. 
	Students should complete several quest chains in World of Warcraft in a designated area prior to this lesson. Example: Starting area quests for Draenei in Azuremyst Isle area.
Teacher leads focus discussion using Focus Questions.


	During/EXPLORE: 

· Teacher allows students to take leading and exploratory roles. 

· Teacher guides student exploration/learning. 

· Students engage in inquiry and research. 

· Students develop products or artifacts demonstrating their understanding. 


	Students will create a diagram comparing/contrasting sample quest chain text with a sample cooking recipe.

Teacher uses Reflection Questions to facilitate student discussion on diagram activity. 

Teacher uses small group setting and Transition Questions to facilitate student discussion on quest chains.

Students research quest chains they currently have in their quest log using WoWWiki, Thotbott, Wowhead, and other recommended websites.

Students will help complete a flow chart based on a quest chain that has recently been completed in a starting area. It may be easier to do this if students are actually working on the quest chain at the time. The teacher should facilitate this by being the record keeper and helping keep the momentum going. You could also try doing this as a group - for instance, everyone completes step one, then they stop and fill in the chart. Everyone completes step two, etc.

Students design their own quest chain based on what they’ve identified as quest chain characteristics. Students will be given the Assignment Directions handout and Grading Rubric.



	After/ELABORATE: 

· Teacher encourages cooperative learning, fostering a social learning environment. 

· Teacher asks questions to challenge thinking. 

· Students share their learning/products with classmates and ideally, online. 

· Students connect what they have learned to prior learning. 

· Students explore “real-life” applications of their learning. 
	Students will present their quest chain idea to classmates within small group settings. Students will provide verbal feedback to each other, including suggestions for the quest chains.
After the quest chain is written, students will share their completed projects with the class.

Students reflect on their quest chains and those of their classmates, using the supplemental Student Feedback rubric.

Completed student feedback forms will be shared with students.

	Assessment 

How will students’ learning be assessed? Describe any assessment activities. 
	Informal assessment will be performed during class and small group discussions by the teacher.
Informal assessment will be performed by classmates during formal presentations.

Formal assessment via the Grading Rubric will be performed by the teacher.

Grades could be assigned for the Venn Diagram handout and the Student Feedback rubric (if used).

Sample Quest Text

Start NPC: Acteon, Azuremyst Isle
You’re starting to make a name for yourself, <insert name>. How about trying your hand at hunting? Back on Draenor, our greatest hunters would hunt a beast that resembled the moongraze stag of this region known as a talbuk. If you think yourself Draenei enough, go out into the wilds and kill enough stags to fill your pack with meat. You will find them grazing south of Azure Watch. Watch out for their horns!

Quest Requirements: 6 Moongraze Stag Tenderloin

Turn in NPC: Acteon, Azuremyst Isle


Well done, <insert name>, well done! Here, I cooked up some tenderloins while you were gone. Maybe you’d like the recipe, too?

Reward(s): 5 Roasted Moongraze Tenderloin; 1 Recipe: Roasted Moongraze Tenderloin; 1 silver

Sample Cooking Recipe

1 pkg Tri-colored pasta (16 oz)

1 cup Italian Dressing

½ cup Grated Parmesan Cheese


½ cup Grated Carrot


½ cup Sliced Black Olives

· Add pasta to 2 quarts of boiling, salted water. Cooking until tender (approximately 7-10 minutes).

· Drain pasta and rinse with cold water until pasta is cool to the touch. Drain well.

· In a large bowl, toss cheese, carrot, and olives with the pasta.

· Add dressing and turn until all the pasta is covered.

· You may serve the pasta salad now, or cover and place in the refrigerator to give the pasta time to soak up the dressing.

Write a Quest Chain

Assignment Sheet

You will be required to write your own quest chain based on those that you experience in World of Warcraft. The quest chain should contain logical progressions through various tasks or steps that result in at least one reward at the end of the chain. All of the travel involved in the quest must take place in at least two areas of the zone. The chain must contain at least four interactions with an Non-player character (NPC). All writing conventions must be followed.

You will be required to turn in the following components:

· Script of Quest Chain dialogue involving all of the NPCs involved.

· Flow chart showing the stages involved in the quest chain and the relationship between stages.

· Rewards and requirements must be shown somewhere within the final project.

· Any visual aides used to present the quest chain to the class.
Grading:

You will receive a daily grade for the Venn Diagram and Student Feedback Rubric. You will receive a project grade for the quest chain write-up (based on Grading Rubric).
